The five-paragraph composition is
the basic format for essay assignments that include narrative, expository, persuasive, comparison, and literary analysis essays.

B. Hall Passes

Make-up tests and quizzes: Students are expected to make arrangements with the teacher to make up a quiz or test that
was missed due to an excused absence. If one week goes by without arrangements having been made, a zero will be given
for the test / quiz.
